	Intro

(Activate prior knowledge)
	As this is the beginning of a new unit, I will introduce the topic: sharing advice. I will ask students how many people often give advice to their friends— certainly, at this age it’s a lot of them! We will have a short discussion about giving advice.

	-Teacher-centered
	Hook— students typically enjoy having their opinions heard, and being helpful to others. Many are starting to encounter the problems that come with “growing pains.”
	5 minutes

	Development (3-4 activities. of 5-20 minutes)

Why? Build Model Practice Assess
	Short lecture on the imperative form:
I will tell students how/when to use it, and they will do a short activity in their books (Activity B on pages 15-16) which we will correct orally. 

We will then play a five minute game of Simon Says in order to give students a better sense of how the form sounds.  

Lastly, I will project a matching activity on the board in which students match the situation with the correct advice.
	-Teacher-centered
	The brevity of this segment is due to the fact that students already use the imperative form often and will likely figure it out easily.
-This is to give the students a bit more energy, and to demonstrate the fact that imperatives are typically associated with orders in an auditory way.

-This is to re-incorporate the theme back into the activity, and to practice the grammar.
	15 minutes

	
	Modals review:
I will project a problem onto the board. I will then show them multiple solutions to the problem that include modals. I will then explain what each modal means. Students will use page 39 in their books (a reference page) to follow along.

Students will do Activities A and B on page 40. We will check them afterwards.
	Teacher-led discussion
	-This is to show the students grammar in context, and to calm them down after the Simon Says activity.

-The students will demonstrate their understanding, and have a chance to ask questions and clarify before the next activity.
	20 minutes

	
	Padlet (See padlet.com):

I will show the students different situations, and different solutions with the modal missing. Students will use their laptops to choose the correct modal to fill the blank. We will then discuss each situation/solution.

	-This is for me to see that students understand modals, and to give them opportunities to practice in a more dynamic way.

	Closure: Goal?
	Students will go back to their seats, and work on Activity C on page 16 of the QT, page 17, and page 41. This will be homework for the next class if incomplete.
	-Individual
	-This is to get students to calm down after the activity— students like the opportunity to finish their homework in class.

	I will re-iterate that Activity C on p.16, p.17, and p. 14 are for homework (they will write it in their agendas), and I will review the menu for the next class.
