Survival List Assignment


Pretend you are a going on a trip to a remote island far from civilization for one year. What are the top ten things that you need for survival?

· Make a list of at least 10 things you will bring to the island.
· Write at least two sentences for each object explaining why you need it.
· It can be an object necessary for survival, an object that is important to you, or an object that you do not want to live without!

In your final list, you need to:
· Use a/an and the at least five times, and put them in bold. 
· Use many, much, and a lot of at least two times each, and underline them. 
· Pay attention to the verb tenses you use— and remember you are going on this trip in the future!
Make sure you pay attention to those aspects of your grammar— your grade in grammar will be determined by them.


Example of a survival list entry: 

Item 1: The stuffed animal* my mom gave me when I was 8 years old.
I will bring my stuffed animal because it reminds me of my mom, and I will miss her if I am on a remote island for a year. I also do not think I will have much companionship on the island, so it will be nice to have a familiar object.
